Proposed By-Law Change March 2006 
 
ARTICLE V 
 
DUES: 
 
Dues are due and payable at the Annual Meeting and 
shall cover the period from time of payment to the 
next Annual Meeting.  Members in arrears over 30 
days shall be assessed a reinstatement fee of $10.00 
and members in arrears over 60 days shall be 
dropped from membership. 
 
There shall be an initiation fee of $150.00 ($120.00) 
for all new Senior and Student Members except 
those persons currently Associate or Junior Mem-
bers. 
 
Dues shall be as follows: 
 
Senior member: $150.00  ($100.00)  per year.  Sen-
ior Members who are at least 62 years of age and 
have been a member for at least 2 years, dues shall 
be 1/4 the regular rate.  Senior Members serving in 
the Armed Forces stationed outside of Massachu-
setts, dues shall be 1/10 the regular rate. 
 
Regular Senior Members may deduct $18.75 
($12.50) per hour up to $75.00 ($50.00) for author-
ized work performed during the previous year.  Au-
thorized work shall consist of work performed at, or 
related to club sponsored events under the supervi-
sion of the chairman of the event or maintenance 
work supervised by a member of the Grounds Com-
mittee. 
 
Dues for any Senior Member voted in September 1st 
or later of any year shall be $15.00 ($10.00) per 
month to the next Annual Meeting. 
 
Special Life member: None 
 
Life Member: $1200.00 ($800.00) 
 
Senior Discount: $37.50 ($25.00) per year 
 
Associate Member: $15.00 per year 
 
Student Member: $15.00 per year
